 annual minimum 2% wage increases 
 ●  3 weeks vacation 
 ●  Flexible health spending account or RRSP contributions 
 ●  Housing allowance 
 ●  Paid 30 min lunch break 
 ●  10 paid sick days 
 ●  Each class is planned to have an additional support staff (ECE-A) during key 

 times of the day 
 ●  3 hours of paid programming time per week 
 ●  Opportunities for professional development and team building 
 ●  Support to secure housing is available through our strong local network
